We offer tuition for all ages and abilities in
performing arts, as well as offering a huge variety of classes in sports, exercise and fithess. We
are the only performing arts school in the Costa Blanca able to offer internationally recognized
qualifications in dance, drama and music up to degree level.

Kerry is the principal of the academy and is responsible for the
main running of the academy. Kerry deals with qualifications,
enrolments, examinations and shows/events. Kerry also teaches
the majority of the dance and exercise classes.

Since the age of 4, Kerry attended performing arts school in the UK studying the IDTA dance

syllabus. At the tender age of 16 she was at student teacher level, and held numerous dance
championships, including North East of England modern dance champion and was a finalist for
Miss Dance of Great Britain. After attending college and university to do a national diploma
and honours degree, Kerry embarked on a highly successful performing career for 10 years,
touring Internationally as principal girl in a range of shows, musicals and concerts. In 1999
Kerry met her partner Curtis and produced their very own touring production — Ghost. Whilst
continuing to perform Professionally part-time as a singer/dancer, she worked as a teacher in
secondary schools and colleges lecturing from Key Stage 3 to GCSE,A-Level and B-TEC Diplomas
in performing arts and dance. In 2008 Kerry returned to more teacher training and gained
membership to the British theatre dance association and a PGCE masters degree with fully
qualified secondary teacher status. It was then that she decided to move to her holiday home
in Spain to launch the Ghost academy.

Jaime now teaches drama and English with an emphasis on allowing the pupils to think, explore and have
fun in every lesson, developing their skills and importantly their confidence.

We also have many visiting coaches /instructors and specialist staff who attend the academy to
teach specific classes and one-off workshops and events.



Dance Training

Students can participate in group sessions/classes and workshops or have personal individual
one to one tuition. Classes are for both children and adults and the academy offers a huge
range of different activities for different abilities. We also have a range of adult only lessons
for pure fun and fitness.

Dance Class Syllabus

The correct training for your child is essential for their bodies
development. At the Academy we follow the BTDA, British Theatre
Dance Association syllabus. This syllabi is one of the only four
accredited by The Qualifications and Curriculum Authority (QCA)and
the society of the Council for Dance Education and Training (CDET) who
regularly meet to address issues of quality, progress, health and safety.
All BTDA teachers have signed a Professional Conduct for Teachers of
Dance Agreement to ensure that your child gains the best possible up
to date teaching methods. The examination structure of the BTDA is
designed to cater equally for those pursuing dance purely as a leisure
activity and for those who wish to progress to making dance their
profession, either as a performer or dance teacher. Students can
participate in as many classes and workshops as they wish but will be
advised which classes are most appropriate for their age group and
level. Optional dance examinations are offered in certain disciplines.
Bearing in mind that the BTDAis amongst the most challenging
examining body, students will only be offered these exams when the
teacher feels this is suitable. For students we feel examinations offer a
great sense of achievement as well as boosting their confidence levels. It also gives parents an
indication of their child’s progress and the Academy’s results give proof of the quality level of
the teaching. By participating in a range of activities and disciplines at the academy pupils will
grow in confidence, develop communication skills and improve fitness. Every student is treated
as an individual and students are encouraged to develop their skills at their own pace.

Performance Medal Tests

The medal test is a performance based award system, which enables candidates to perform in
front of an audience and so gain the necessary skills, experience and confidence required for a
performance. These are available to adults and children of all abilities in all dance styles.
Bronze, silver, gold,1st/2nd/3rd shield.

Grades
Grade Examinations may be taken in Classical Ballet, Modern Theatre, Tap and Gymnastics at

the academy. There are eight levels of examination from Pre-Primary to Grade 6.

Vocational Grades

The Vocational Grades are accredited by Ofqual and include Intermediate Foundation,
Intermediate, Advanced 1 and Advanced 2. These examinations form a cohesive bridge
between the work covered in the Grades and the work of the professional examinations.



Music Department

Music lessons are taught on a one to one individual basis, available for both
children and adults. The music department follows both the RockSchool and the
Associate Board of the Royal school of music syllabus for optional exams. Pupils
may also enter for the performance medal test awards. Our graded examinations
are from Debut up to Grade 8, thereby catering for candidates from beginner up to
advanced. These are taught by using syllabus books which contain everything you
need to take an exam. Candidates work towards the exam with the teacher, who
will then enter the pupil for the exam when they feel the pupil is ready.

Singing Lessons

The academy also offers one to one singing lessons where classes are desighed to
suit everyone, so whether you are a complete beginner or have had a little
experience along the way, singing lessons will help you discover your voice and
realise your true potential. Singing lessons for children are designed to teach your
child the skills needed to strengthen and control the voice, whilst remaining fun and
enjoyable. The voice is still developing as we grow through our teenage years so
finding suitable exercises is very important. Lessons are combined with 'song
practice.’ Where pupils sing along to professional backing tracks and can choose
any style of music which they prefer. Pupils learn speech level singing techniques,
used by more than 120 Grammy winners and developed by Seth Riggs,(legendary
vocal coach to the stars), Speech level singing produces an effortless, powerful and
expressive voice. Again, pupils are offered optional Rockschool and performance
medal test exams.



Exercise & Fithess Classes

The academy offers a huge range of different classes and activities for all age groups and
abilities and different levels of fithess:

All classes are priced at 5 euros per class. However, the academy runs monthly membership
cards that allow you to pay a set amount and attend as many classes a month as you wish.

Drama Club

Held every week , children develop dramatic skills and talents through improvisation and
workshops, led by the Club leader and with occasional input from dance and other animateurs.
The children are encouraged to create their own dramatic responses to given themes, working
in small groups and deciding themselves how best they would like to present a particular piece
of work. With so much encouragement to explore, experience and decide for themselves, the
Club provides an invaluable environment for the development of personal and social skills,
growth in self-esteem and confidence, as well as providing a firm grounding in dramatic
technique and styles. Pupils put on their own drama productions and have the option to enter
for the drama performance medal awards.

Further Education (Full-time Courses)

BTEC First Certificate Performing Arts- Level 2

This programme offers an excellent foundation in performing arts and aims
to provide training for those with little or no previous music, acting, dance
or drama experience. You will have the opportunity to gain basic practical
skills as well as learning about the many aspects of performance. Practical
and written work is equally balanced. You will be directly involved in all
aspects of putting on performances and presentations, sometimes within
the College and sometimes performing for the general public. Pupils that
complete the course can continue their study with the BTEC National
diploma.

BTEC National Diploma (Performing Arts)- Level 3

This course is designed for students who have a really strong interest in all aspects of danc,
drama and musical theatre. The course will have a strong practical element but will require
some written work. The course is for students who are considering a career in dance or theatre
and will broaden the students understanding of a wide range of performance styles and
genres. The course will consist of a number of units, which will be internally and externally
moderated, including:

This course is designed for students who have a really strong interest in music, in particular
performance of a specific instrument. The course will have a strong practical element but will
require some written work. The course is for students who are considering a career in the
music industry. The course will consist of a number of units, which will be internally and
externally moderated, including:

- Composing Music

- Music Performance Techniques

Course Duration : Two academic years Full-time

Rockschool Diploma in Music Performance - Level 4
This qualification is available to players who perform on the following instruments:

e Guitar

¢ Bass guitar
e Drum kit

¢ Keyboards
¢ Piano

¢ Vocals

With the continuing growth of the popular music industry and increasing number of courses
offered at further and higher education level, this diploma is designed to highlight the aspects
of performing that are needed to help a performance-based career. These include session
work; the ability to perform consistently to a high standard; the necessity to recognise the
importance of publicity and self promotion and to understand issues surrounding contracts;
legal obligations; and health & safety in the work place. This diploma is also aimed at
professionals already in the field that have, until now, not had the opportunity to gain a
professional qualification.

The qualification is equivalent to the end of the first year of a degree
